1.1 miles through the light at Route 27/Lincoln Hwy. Beyond the light Parsonage Road becomes James Street.
Follow to the light at the end and make a right onto Grove Ave. Follow Grove Ave. approximately 2 miles, past
light at Oak Tree Road, to a “T” intersection for New Dover Road. Turn right at the light onto New Dover
Road. Drive 1/4 mile and the EDISON FIRST AID SQUAD #2 is on your left between the James Madison
School and H.K. Fire Company.

FROM ROUTE 287 — Take the exit for Route 1 North. Proceed as above.
